	Military exercise aims to promote cooperation By COLLEEN MARSHALL/ West Hawaii Today Like a scene in a war movie, the craft races to the shoreline, spewing dirt and churning water high into the air. Hitting the sandy beach, the hovercraft's supportive underlying chamber instantly deflates and within moments the front loading dock is open, displaying an array of camouflage trucks and military personnel. One by one, Navy and Marine Corps crews depart from the Landing Craft Air Cushion (LCAC), followed by their equipment and vehicles. As quickly as it came to land, the LCAC rises once again and splashes back out into the waters of Kawaihae Harbor. Friday's exercise began in the early morning hours as two LCAC and an older model Landing Craft Unit (LCU) brought nine loads to the shores from the USS Harpers Ferry and USS Boxer, stationed a few miles out to sea. Units from Third Fleet's PHIBRON 7 conducted the joint military operation in preparation for the upcoming Strong Angel program, a mock refugee camp at Puu Paa in Waimea. "The training is that there is a conflict going on and people are being displaced," Navy Lt. Rick Haupt said. "We are here to assist the United Nations in setting up a refugee camp." Haupt said the training is part of the two-month RIMPAC 2000 exercise designed to enhance the tactical capabilities and cooperation of seven participating nations in various aspects of maritime operations at sea. The eight-day Strong Angel program allows civilian and military participants to learn to operate together in a crisis. "This training is a great opportunity to operate together and find out the different limitations and capabilities of one another," he said. Haupt said this is especially beneficial to military personnel as they will unite their skills to establish a secure environment for the refugees. "We've never actually trained for something like this together," Haupt said. "This gives us an opportunity to
