Dear Mr. Hind: 

The United States Third Fleet at Naval Submarine Base, San Diego will deploy to the island of Hawaii during June 2000. To accomplish particular training requirements, it is requested to use Parker Ranch property in the Pu'u Pa area, hereinafter referred to as the "Premises." The Premises are outlined in red and depicted on Exhibit ‘A’, attached hereto and made a part hereof. 

The Fleet and a supporting Marine Element will arrive at K-Docks on June 9-10, 2000. It is requested that Parker Ranch grant the United States of America, hereinafter called the "Government" permission to use the Pu'u Paa tract for fourteen days from June 10 through June 22, 2000. This area will primarily be used for training in Humanitarian Assistance Operations.  A total of up to 350 personnel and 50 %-Ton Trucks/High Mobility Multi-Purpose Wheeled Vehicles will be used for this exercise. Periodic helicopter resupply flights may take place between June 11 and 16, 2000.   A helicopter reconnaissance of the Puu Pa area will take place on June 7-8, 2000. 
Point of contact for training operations described in this permit for the Third Fleet is Lieutenant Colonel Shapiro (619) 524-9517. He should be contacted to coordinate the joint inspections of the property preceding and following the permitted use, as described in Item __ below. He will also provide the name and cellular and pager phone numbers for the responsible point of contact during the training exercise. 

The most recent Terms, Conditions and Restrictions are contained in Exhibit " B " attached hereto, and made a part hereof.

Government use of the Premises will be for the training described, under the additional special terms and conditions:

a. The Government shall have a non-exclusive right to use and occupy said Premises.

b. Permission for refueling capability limited to the use and transport of five-gallon gas cans is requested, and is a requirement for this training exercise.
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C. Permission to operate small and extremely muffled generators, which will be used as power sources for the control centers, is requested, and is a requirement for this training exercise.

d. The Government, in consideration of the use of said Premises, shall pay Parker Ranch at the rate of $2000.00 per day for the Pu'u Pa area for fourteen days of use, for a total of $28,000.00 (twenty-six thousand dollars). Payment will be made in arrears to "Parker Ranch" upon receipt of an invoice from Parker Ranch. The invoice should be sent to Commander, Pacific Division, Naval Facilities Engineering Command (RPM), ATTN: Ms Cooper, 258 Makalapa Drive, Suite 100, Pearl Harbor, HI 96860-3134, for processing and payment. For up to seven days preceding this permit, the Government may cancel its use without penalty.

f. A joint inspection by representatives from the Third Fleet and Parker Ranch will be conducted prior to, and following, the use of Parker Ranch property. The inspections will provide written documentation as to the condition of the property and the proper gate positions, as well as other relevant conditions, such any commingled cattle at the conclusion of the exercise. If the foregoing is acceptable, please indicate your approval by signing the concurrence block below on this original and the two duplicate originals of this letter. Please return the original to: Commander, Pacific Division, Naval Facilities Engineering Command (RPM), 258 Makalapa Drive, Suite 100, Pearl Harbor, HI 96860-3134. One duplicate original is for the PTA, and the remaining duplicate is for your records. Thank you very much for your continuing support in providing training areas for the military.

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TERMS, CONDITIONS, AND RESTRICTIONS PU'U PA TRAINING AREAS, PARKER RANCH 

1.  All operations in the Pu'u Pa area will be conducted within the boundaries delineated in red on Exhibits "A", B and "C". 

2.  Units will provide the Ranch with a hard copy map with civilian dates and times showing all locations and movements for entire period of use of Ranch lands. Units will designate a single responsible point of contact who will be available by cellular telephone and pager 24 hours per day during training days. 

3.  Ingress and egress into the Pu’u Pa will be limited to use of the tank trail gate in the vicinity of KB129199. 

4.  All gates to be used in leased lands will be positively controlled for the duration of use and must be maintained in the position found. Gates that are found open, will be kept open; and gates found closed, must be kept closed. 

5.  Except as specifically authorized in each permit, only wheeled vehicles are permitted. Special notice will be provided in the permit request when tracked vehicles will be used in training exercises. Vehicles transiting are restricted to the existing tank trail road. Maneuvering vehicles are to use existing roads to the maximum extent possible while maintaining training realism. 

6.  Except as expressly authorized by the permit, no refueling other than the use of five-gallon gas cans will be allowed. 

7.  All equipment, tools, and other property including sanitary facilities, but without limitation, brought onto the Premises by the Government or its contractors, shall be removed by the Government prior to vacating the Premises. 

8.  Except as specifically authorized by the permit, digging will be restricted to hand tools. Special notice will be provided in the permit request when the use of equipment other than hand tools will be used in training exercises. All excavation will be backfilled with adequate material to allow for settling.  Improving the condition of the 4 wheel drive trail, by grading, vicinity 129199 to 172122 is authorized.  Any water lines the go across the road must be protected by the government.

9.  Watering points for livestock are not off limits for bivouac.  

10.  Bivouac areas to be established on the Premises may include the use of tents for command and billeting purposes and a tent for hot/wet messing/laundry/showering support. The release of "grey water" onto the Premises shall be authorized.  The release of waste (brown) water onto the Premises shall be prohibited. 

11.  Portable toilets will be provided as field latrines in lieu of the use of slit trenches. 

12.  Only small and muffled generators to be used as power sources for the control centers will be permitted. 

13.  No trees or vegetation will be cut. 

14.  Use of red smoke grenades and red flares is authorized for emergency purposes only. Red flares are prohibited during times of high fire danger. Unless specifically authorized, other pyrotechnics are prohibited. Authorization for exceptions will be based on adequacy of unit fire prevention and action plan, and must be expressly approved in advance. Live ammunition and explosives shall not be used on the Premises at any time. 

15.  Only blank ammunition may be fired. Firing near livestock is prohibited. All brass will be policed prior to departure from the area where expended. 

16.  The Government shall take all reasonable precautions to prevent fires in the Pu'u Pa area. Open or camp type fires and use of ration heating tablets are permitted. Also, smoking materials and matches shall be field stripped prior to any disposal. Smoking materials will not be discarded from moving vehicles at any time. 

17.  Operations near Route 190 area will be minimized to prevent noise disturbance.

18.  A vehicle staging area may be established prior to commencing the movement of vehicles and personnel to K-Docks or PTA. 
19.  Prior to vacating the Premises, the Government, shall thoroughly police the Premises, and dispose of all trash and debris. Ranch Premises must be left in a clean and orderly condition, equivalent to condition prior to use. Exhibit ‘A’ (Page 2 of 3)
20.  The Government shall take every precaution to avoid damaging the Premises and any improvements located thereon. The Government shall be responsible for any damage or injury caused by or resulting from any act or omission of the Government in connection with the Government's use of the Premises herein discussed to the extent provided under applicable law. All damage or issues pertaining to Ranch use will be reported within 12 hours to the Commander, Pohakuloa Training Area to facilitate the timeliness of repairs, which is critical to reduce damage to Ranch operations and livestock. Should Ranch employees request immediate repairs or resolution to a problem, the Unit should act as quickly as possible to resolve the concern, but reporting requirements must be met.
