Statement of Work for MindTel, LLC 

A. Background
A key element of LM ATL’s proposed “intelligent interruption” work for the DARPA Augmented Cognition (BAA #01-38) contract is “Physio-cognitive Assessment”.  An intelligent interruption system must understand the physio-cognitive state of the user in order to determine the most effective strategy for task interruption.  MindTel, LLC has valuable experience, hardware, software, and design expertise in this area.

The DARPA Augmented Cognition contract is structured as one base program year plus option years.  LM ATL is proposing work for the base program plus four additional option years.

B. MindTel, LLC Tasks
1. provide ATL with hardware and software to measure and assess physio-cognitive state (delivered in a form that would enable these capabilities at LM ATL’s location in New Jersey)

2. provide ATL with hardware and software to sense and understand “multi-modal interrupt negotiation” (delivered in a form that would enable these capabilities at LM ATL’s location in New Jersey)

3. provide support for integration of hardware and software into the intelligent  interruption system

4. provide consultation-level support on the design of the intelligent interruption system

5. support and participate in a pilot experiment and final experiment each year (in addition to the LM ATL site, these experiments might be carried out at the MindTel location, Syracuse University, or as a “field experiment” in a location TBD)

6. support and participate in a preliminary demonstration and final demonstration each year

7. from the PIP:

a. participate in teams and workshops to provide specific technical background information to DARPA,

b. attend semi-annual Principal Investigator (PI) meetings,

c. and participate in numerous other coordination meetings via teleconference or Video Teleconference (VTC).

C. Period of Performance
LM ATL’s proposed schedule runs from September 30, 2001 to September 2006.  LM ATL’s final schedule, and  the period of performance for MindTel, LLC, will begin at contract award time and run for the number or years DARPA decides to fund.
